Using a Phillips screwdriver remove the screws on 
battery cover, three (3) on each side. 

A. Phillips screwdriver 	 B. 5 mm Allen wrench	 C. Flathead screwdriver	 D. 10 mm wrench

Locate and disconnect the brake lever from  
the controller. 

Using a 5 mm Allen wrench loosen the bolt from the 
brake lever and move it away from grip.
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Insert a flathead screwdriver between the handlebar 
and the grip and add a few drops of lubricant or 
soapy water to slide the grip from the handlebar.  

Cut the zip tie that holds the brake lever wire onto 
the frame and remove the brake lever from the unit. 
Using a 10 mm wrench loosen the lock nut from the 
brake anchor cable and remove the cable.

Reverse the procedures
•	 Replace cable.

•	 Connect the brake lever with the controller.

•	 Put battery covers back.
