¢ Avoid water, speed bumps, sand, gravel and anything else that
could cause your wheels to stop. When in doubt, avoid the bumps.

¢ Do not exceed 220 pounds (100 kilograms) total weight on the
caster board.

¢ Do not allow children under age eight (8) to use the caster board.
Children under age ten (10) should ride with adult supervision at all
times.

¢ Never ride in traffic and watch your surroundings for pedestrians,
bikes, skateboard and scooter riders. Use the caster board in areas
free from fixed or moving hazards, such as poles, hydrants, parked
automobiles and traffic.

* Risk of injury increases as degree of trick difficulty increases. Rider
assumes all risk associated with trick riding activities. Be careful and
know your limitations.

¢ This product was manufactured for performance and durability but
it is not impervious to damage. Trick riding can over time stress or
damage any product, including the RipStik® and the rider assumes
all risks associated with high-stress activity.
